It is a must for delicious
soups and tender stews because the flavor of the food is achieved without over-
cooking. You should also cook egg-based and flour sauces below boiling point.

* Some cooking, including absorption cooking of rice, may require a higher set-
ting than the lowest setting to ensure the food cooks properly for the recommen-
ded time.

Pan frying steak

To cook juicy and delicious steaks:

1. Let the meat sit at room temperature for about 20 minutes before cooking.
2. Heat a heavy-based frying pan.

3. Rub oil on both sides of the steak. Drizzle a small amount of oil into the hot
pan, then place the meat into the hot pan.

4. Turn the steak only once during cooking. The exact cooking time depends on
the thickness of the steak and how long you want it cooked. The duration may
vary between 2-8 minutes for both sides. Press the steak to gauge how done it
is, the firmer you feel the more “well done” it is.

5. Let the steak rest on a warm plate for a few minutes so it relaxes and beco-
mes tender before serving.
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For frying in a wok

1. Choose a ceramic-compatible flat-bottomed wok or large frying pan.

2. Prepare all materials and equipment. Wok frying should be quick. If you are
cooking large batches, cook the food in several small batches.

3. Briefly preheat the pan and add two tablespoons of oil.

4. Cook the meat first, set it aside, and keep warm.

5. Stir fry the vegetables. When they are hot but still crisp, turn the burner to a
lower setting, return the meat to the pan, and add your sauce.

6. Stir gently to make sure the ingredients are heated through.

7. Serve immediately.

Remove them immediately with a spatula, palette
knife, or razor scraper suitable for ceramic glass
cooktops, but be aware that the burner may be hot:

1. Disconnect the cooktop's electricity from the wall.
2. Hold the blade or tool at a 30° angle and scrape
the dirt or debris toward a cold area of the cooktop.

3. Remove any dirt or debris with a dishcloth or paper
towel.

4. Follow steps 2 to 4 of "Usual dirt on glass" above.

« Clean up stains from melted and sugary foods or
spills as soon as possible. If these are allowed to cool
on the glass, they may be difficult to remove and may
even permanently damage the glass surface.

Spill on touch control com-
ponents

1. Disconnect the cooktop from electricity.

2. Wet the spill.

3. Wipe the touch control area with a clean, damp
sponge or cloth.

4. Dry the area completely with a paper towel.

5. Apply power to the cooktop again.

* The cooktop may beep and shut off and may not
operate when there is liquid on the touch control com-
ponents. Be sure to wipe the touch control area dry
before turning the cooktop back on.
